Liliana Henao is the main anchor of Telenoticias Washington and Telenoticias Washington, Ultima Edicion,  Telemundo Washington, DC’s local evening newscasts.  Five nights a week, Liliana informs Washington DC’s rapidly-growing Hispanic community about the local, national, and international events of the day, as well as the issues and concerns that directly affect Telemundo Washington, DC’s viewers.  In addition, Ms. Henao has served as the spokeswoman for Telemundo Washington DC’s health, wellness and empowerment campaign, “La Buena Vida”, providing viewers with information that will allow them to make healthier and informed choices to enjoy life to the fullest, focusing on fitness, nutrition, preventive care, finances, laws and safety.

In 1997, Mrs. Henao began her broadcast career in Albuquerque, New Mexico as a broadcast anchor for Univision 41.  In addition to serving as the main anchor for the 5:00 and 10:00 evening newscasts, Mrs. Henao worked as a senior producer for special segments and investigative stories.  In 2002, Ms. Henao moved to Washington, DC, and joined Adventist Newsline, a worldwide television news magazine show broadcast from Silver Spring, Maryland.  In addition, Mrs. Henao hosted and produced programs for the Hope Channel before joining the Telenoticias Washington newsteam in August of 2004.    

Mrs. Henao has excelled as an investigative journalist throughout her broadcast career.  A member of the National Association of Hispanic Journalists, Ms. Henao has researched and reported on a number of issues pertinent to the Latino community, including stories about immigration, health and education.  She has investigated stories in Thailand, Australia and Cuba, and she earned the highly regarded Associated Press Award for her work on a special documentary La Vida en la Frontera (“Life on the Border”).

Mrs. Henao was born in Bogotá, Colombia, and was raised in northern Mexico.  She is a graduate of La Universidad Autonoma de Nuevo Leon in Monterrey, Mexico, and holds a Bachelor’s Degree in Journalism and Mass Communications.  Mrs. Henao is a tireless advocate for young people and supports local programs that increase educational opportunities for the region’s students.
