CPOD is providing a foundation in Deaf culture and history in anticipation of Deaf History Month, celebrated each spring, March 13-April 15. While statistics are problematic because of inconsistent definitions and ways of surveying, 1990-91 data indicated 8.6% of the population “has hearing problems.” 1994 data estimated 8 million people who are deaf or hard of hearing are in the workforce: 1/3 in professions and management; 1/3 in sales, service, administrative support; 1/3 in additional occupations. With the crown jewel of higher education, Gallaudet University, so close by, this region has a high number of students, families, neighbors and work colleagues who are deaf. This panel will provide an opportunity to hear panelists’ unique life-experiences and ask thoughtful questions.
